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ugoslavia officially stopped existing in 2003 when it split into 7 nations after

a bloody war, but before that it was a basic lifestyle lived and risks were

many. The big risks we all know about, but the little ones were everywhere.

The newspapers there ran a story about a judge in Yugoslavia who was elec-
trocuted when he reached up to turn on a light while standing in the bathtub. He was
zapped and fell out of the tub. His wife called the doctor who pronounced him dead.
In line with government health regulations, the judge’s body was taken straight away
and placed in a vault under the cemetery chapel. In the middle of the night, the judge
regained consciousness. He had no idea where he was or what had happened. When
he did finally realize where he was, he ran to the closed vault door and began shak-
ing it and yelling for help. The guard who was there was terrified and ran like the
wind away. Luckily, the guard found some courage and got some help; he came
back and opened the door and released the newly revived judge. The judge phoned
his wife that he was coming home. She screamed and hung up the phone. Next he
tried going to the homes of his friends. They took one look at him, thought he was a
ghost and slammed the door in his face. Finally, he found a friend who hadn’t heard
he was dead. He convinced that friend to act as a go-between. Gradually, the judge
was able to convince his friends and family that he really was alive! If someone we
knew came back from the dead would we be any better than the poor judge’s chums?
The finality of death is a horrible thing — life changes forever when we don’t have
the friend to talk to, to laugh with, to help us out, to cheer us up and to make us feel
special. Death makes us all cry a little because it’s a step into sadness for us that is
the hardest sadness of all. In today’s Gospel Jesus felt that all too as He cried His
eyes out over the death of His friend Lazarus. But then He raised him from the dead
— the last great sign He gave before His own death and resurrection that we’ll cele-
brate in 2 weeks’ time. For us the resurrection is the very centre of our faith — the
promise of God that the dead will rise, will walk in heaven, and will be perfectly
happy forever without the shackles this world places on us all. We can’t understand
the resurrection because it’s just beyond our minds, all we can do is believe or in the
hardest moments try to believe in it. Jesus said “I am the resurrection and the life,
whoever believes in me will never die”. It’s God’s promise to us all and God never
breaks His promises. Everyone has been touched by grief at some stage, our closest
family and friends, or maybe just that local sadness that touches us all. Today try to
believe they are all with God, all living a happiness we can’t even begin to imagine
and that soon we will be with them again and be happy forever. The first Easter hap-
pened to make that happen for us all. Christ understands the pain, He weeps with us
all but He knows that what waits us will be the greatest of all rewards. The dead
have risen, the weak will be strong and God will make everything right in the world
to come. Always try to hang on to that thread of hope and trust in God. Always try
to believe.
